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Abstract:

Introduction: Children make up about one-third of the population, and child
control methods apply to all working children and those who are initially non-
working When a child comes in, he or she experiences varying degrees of pain
for fear of what he or she does not know and depending on the treatment he or
she receives. Treating children without proper behavioral control may be cruel
in their view and reluctant to seek further referrals, or it may not be satisfactory
for parents and it may be frustrating for the dentist. Therefore, establishing a
good relationship with the child is not only essential but also the basis of future
dental health, given that the role of parents, especially the mother, in controlling
children’s behavior is important And the relationship between the dentist and the
children is one to two (both with the child and the parents), so recognizing the
personality of the mother and child plays an important role in controlling the
child's behavior.

Method: This study was performed on 100 children aged 6 to 12 years who

are referring to the pediatric ward of Ilam Dental School for the first time for

dental treatments in Ilam city (with the consent of parents and children, they

have the necessary criteria to participate in the study). The mother filled out a

personality trait questionnaire (NEO-FFI) and the child's behavior after the

examination was examined by the Frankel scale and the obtained data were
statistically analyzed.

Results: There is a significant positive direct) relationship (between
children's behavior and personality dimension with mother's conscientiousness
(r=0.753 and significance level p>0.05). According to the standardized beta
coefficients and significant level, the predictor variable affecting the child's
behavior is conscientious personality dimension with [=0.644 (p<0.05)
Conclusion: By increasing the conscientious personality dimension of the
mother, children's behavior becomes positive. This personality dimension can
predict the child's behaviorin the first meeting.
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
